Incident Summary

On December 5, 2022 at approximately 12:00PM the above pictured grey or dark col-
ored 4-door sedan with a broken rear passenger window approached a female Concordia stu-
dent walking in the area of Division and Monroe. Both the driver and passenger were wearing
ski masks, and the passenger approached the victim with a handgun. The passenger demanded
the female’s purse, and the victim complied. The passenger returned to the vehicle which fled
the area.

Do not argue
or fight with the armed robber. As soon as practically possible, call 911 if your phone is on
your person. If you can gather a description of the vehicle, offenders or suspects, please relay
that information to the 911 dispatcher.
